Animal agriculture facilities, including dairy milk
production, will be required to collect and report greenhouse
gas (GHG) data to the U.S. Environmental Protection Agenc
starting Jan. 1. Facilities that emit 25,000 metric torraare of
CO2 equivalent per year will be required to report GHG
emissions data to EPA annually

DHS seeks to rescind “no match” rule

The U.S. Department of Homeland Security (DHS) is
rescinding its controversial “no-match” regulation targeting
employers with undocumented workers, according to a final
rule slated for publication in the Oct. 7 Federal Register.

Under the no-match rule, the Social Security
Administration would have been required to include with rjo-
match letters, sent to employers when employees' Social
Security numbers do not match government records,
information telling the employers that they would be resglif
to resolve discrepancies or face liability.

According to a statement by DHS: “After further review,
DHS has determined to focus its enforcement efforts relating
to the employment of aliens not authorized to work in the
United States on increased compliance through improved
verification, including participation in E-Verify, ICE Mual
Agreement Between Government and Employers (IMAGH
and other programs.”
